LONGINES Hong Kong Cup

Initially named the Hong Kong Invitation Cup and then the Hong Kong International Cup, the LONGINES Hong Kong Cup is probably the race that best illustrates the immense development of Hong Kong racing over the past quarter of a century.  Compared to the modest prize of HK$1.5 million in the inaugural edition in 1988, the prize money has increased 16-fold to a whopping HK$25 million this year, making it the second richest 2000m turf race in the world and certainly one of the most important middle distance races.

The Cup started out as an 1800m contest and the distance was changed to its current 2000m in 1999.

Since Flying Dancer brought Hong Kong a maiden Hong Kong Cup success in 1988, local runners have won the Cup a further seven times, including on five occasions after the race was promoted to an international G1 event in 1999.  Among them the Tony Cruz-trained California Memory remains the only horse to have won two editions of the Cup, as he achieved back-to-back successes in 2011 and 2012.   Last year Akeed Mofeed, under the stewardship of Richard Gibson, extended the home contingent’s winning sequence to three consecutive.

Among the overseas winners of this race since 2000, all bar one – Eagle Mountain in 2008 – had achieved at least one G1 victory in the same calendar year.  Snow Fairy was a dual classic winner, taking the Oaks at Epsom and in Ireland before blitzing her opponents at Sha Tin in 2010.  The French-trained pair of Vision d’Etat in 2009 and Pride in 2006 were two others who earned top-class wins in England as the former had won the Prince of Wales’s Stakes at Royal Ascot, and the latter had prevailed to win the Champion Stakes at Newmarket after finishing a close second in the Prix de l’Arc de Triomphe.

2004 winner Alexander Goldrun was another that produced an elite performance at the Arc meeting, winning the Prix de l’Opera.  Both Falbrav in 2003 and the Godolphin-owned Ramonti in 2007 won the Queen Elizabeth II Stakes over a mile at Ascot before scoring at Sha Tin.  Another Godolphin Hong Kong Cup winner, Fantastic Light in 2000, carried a different form line as his major victory came in the G1 Man O’ War Stakes at Belmont Park in the US.  2001 winner Agnes Digital won the G1 Tenno Sho Autumn at Tokyo before he became the third Japanese horse to win the Cup.

Draw

Barriers 1, 8 and 9 have each produced four winners of the Hong Kong Cup.  After the race distance was changed to 2000m in 1999, horses drawn in barriers 1 and 12 have been most successful as three winners have come from each, with the rail draw producing the winners of the past three editions.  No winner has come from Gates 3, 6, 11 and 14 in the 27 runnings of the race.

Winning odds

Correlating to the strong form of overseas raiders, it comes as no surprise that all Cup winners over the past nine years received strong support on the tote, and in fact their winning odds were all 6-1 or less.  For an overall picture, favourites have won eight times in the past 27 runnings.  Alexander Goldrun was the most recent long-shot winner in this race as she won the 2004 contest as a 21-1 chance.  New Zealand runner Grey Invader remains the longest-priced winner of the Cup, as he won as a 72-1 chance in the third running of the race in December 1989.

Ages of Winners

The Hong Kong Cup also tends to favour runners who are in their peak years, as a total of 21 out of the past 27 winners were four-year-olds or five year-olds.  Only two past winners – namely Alexander Goldrun in 2004 and Snow Fairy in 2010 – won the prize at three.  Fujiyama Kenzan, the first of the three Japanese raiders to have taken the Hong Kong Cup, won the 1995 renewal at the age of seven and he remains the oldest horse to earn success in the Cup’s history.

Trainers, Jockeys and Owners in the Hong Kong Cup

World-renowned owners such as Sheikh Mohammed bin Rashid Al Maktoum and his family’s Godolphin operation, Teruya Yoshida, and top horsemen like Frankie Dettori, Michael Kinane, Saeed bin Suroor, Alain de Royer-Dupre and Jim Bolger, have all made their marks in this prestigious international race.  Frankie Dettori and local hero Tony Cruz are the two most successful horsemen in the Cup, both having won this race three times.  Dettori is the outright winning-most jockey with victories in the Cup aboard Godolphin’s Fantastic Light (2000) and Ramonti (2007), and the Luca Cumani-trained Falbrav (2003).  As a trainer Cruz saddled California Memory to a famous double in 2011 and 2012, while during his time as a jockey he rode Singapore runner Colonial Chief to victory in January 1989.

LONGINES Hong Kong Mile

Hong Kong milers have earned high status internationally and it is their outstanding performances in the LONGINES Hong Kong Mile that have helped to build up their reputation and promote Hong Kong racing to the world.   The prize money has also increased in tandem with the race’s status and now stands at HK$23 million for the 24th running of the contest this year, making it the richest turf mile race in the world.

The Hong Kong Mile began its evolution as the Hong Kong Invitation Bowl, a 1400m contest first run in 1991.  The race was upped to 1,600m and first staged as the Hong Kong Mile in 1999, and attained international G1 status in 2000.

In the early years local runners struggled to get results against overseas raiders, who notched 12 wins in the first 15 editions, with Australian raiders winning three times and runners from Japan and the UK each scoring twice.  This trend was reversed after Japanese runner Hat Trick won the Mile in 2005.  Since then, thanks to the emergence of several world-class milers from the local ranks, the home runners have taken a strong hold on the Mile and are in an eight-year winning sequence.

Among the 14 LONGINES Hong Kong Mile winners since G1 status was achieved in 2000, five of them won on their previous start and five others placed.  The most recent winner to have won last time out was Good Ba Ba who succeeded in the International Mile Trial before winning the first of his three Hong Kong Miles in 2007.   Lucky Owners earned the same results as Good Ba Ba did in the trial and main event back in 2003.  As for overseas winners, Firebreak in 2004 won the G2 Challenge Stakes at Newmarket before triumphing in Hong Kong, while Kiwi supermare Sunline won the G2 Auckland Breeders’ Stakes immediately before defeating Fairy King Prawn in their exciting duel in 2000.  Hat Trick won the G1 Mile Championship at Kyoto on his last start before taking the 2005 Hong Kong Mile. 

Such winning form, however, has become less important and relevant in recent renewals, as the last six winners did not carry winning form into the race.  Most prominently, last year’s winner Glorious Days made a barnstorming run on his season debut in the Hong Kong Mile.  That followed a six-month break after his below-par run in the Yasuda Kinen in Japan in June.

Draw 

Draws do not appear to be a crucial factor for the Hong Kong Mile or its precursor the Hong Kong International Bowl (1400m).  Twelve of the past 23 winners came from Stall 9 or higher, including eight after the race distance was changed to 1600m after 1999.   Horses from barriers 13 and 14 have each won three times, most recently Glorious Days who succeeded from Gate 13 last year.  Three winners have also come from Gates 7 and 9.  Gate 1 produced two winners in this race when it was run over 1400m, with the latest being Monopolize in 1996.  No winner has yet come from Gates 2 and 12, regardless of whether the race was run over 1400m or the mile.

Shortest-priced – 1999 Docksider (2.1); 

Longest-priced – 2011 Able One (66)

A total of 13 race favourites have finished in the first three in the past 23 editions of the Hong Kong Mile.  However, only four of them, namely Winning Partners (1993), Docksider (1999), Sunline (2000), and most recently Good Ba Ba (2007), managed to win, representing a strike rate of 17 per cent.  Another six favourites finished runners-up and three others ran third.  Able One is the longest-priced winner of the Mile as he landed a shock victory as a 65-1 chance in 2011.

Age of Winners

Four-year-olds and five-year-olds share parity in the Hong Kong Mile as those age groups have each won seven times in the past, followed by six-year-olds who have succeeded five times.  Irish contender Additional Risk, in the inaugural version, the Hong Kong Invitation Bowl in 1991, remains the only three-year-old to win.  In contrast, Able One, who won the 2011 renewal at the age of nine, is the oldest winner of the Mile, and the oldest winner of any of the four G1 races in the LONGINES Hong Kong International Races.

Trainers, Jockeys and Owners in the Hong Kong Mile

Many world renowned horsemen are listed among the winners of the race.  Famous owners such as Godolphin, Gary Tanaka and Dato Tan Chin Nam have won the prize, as has legendary ice hockey player Wayne Gretzky whose part-owned horse Glen Kate won the second edition of the race in April 1993.  Owner John Yuen of Good Ba Ba fame is the only owner to have succeeded in the Mile on three occasions and Hong Kong-based French jockey Olivier Doleuze rode the Hong Kong champion to two of its Mile successes.  Combined with another victory atop The Duke in 2006, Doleuze is the only jockey to have won the race three times.  Former Hong Kong-based Australian trainer Neville Begg also won the contest three times, albeit twice as a part-owner of 1995 & 1996 victor Monopolize, and once as trainer thanks to Winning Partners who ran for his Hong Kong yard in 1993.  No trainer has won the race more than twice.

LONGINES Hong Kong Sprint

HK$18,500,000

G1 turf 1,200m

Despite being the youngest event among the four Group 1s at the LONGINES Hong Kong International Races, the LONGINES Hong Kong Sprint is now widely considered as one of the best sprinting contests in the global racing calendar.  This 1200m event is also notable for producing the most multiple winners in the HKIR, with four horses having each won two editions of the race.  These double winners include legendary Hong Kong sprinters Silent Witness (2003 & 2004) and Sacred Kingdom (2007 & 2009), as well as top overseas raiders Falvelon from Australia (2000 & 2001), and most recently, the 2013 Japanese Horse of the Year Lord Kanaloa (2012 & 2013).

The G2 Jockey Club Sprint, initially the Sprint Trial Trophy and then the International Sprint Trial, is the traditional prep event for the top local sprinters before they contest the Hong Kong Sprint.  Since 2000 a total of 38 top 3 finishers in the Jockey Club Sprint subsequently contested the Hong Kong Sprint, and they notched six wins, five seconds and four thirds in the G1 event.   Excluding 2006 Hong Kong Sprint winner Absolute Champion and 2011 winner Lucky Nine, who both missed the Jockey Club Sprint, of the local-trained winners, 2008 victor Inspiration is the sole Hong Kong Sprint winner who had not finished top 3 in that trial event, as he ran 7th.  Singapore sprinter Rocket Man also took the same route as many local sprinters.  He dead-heated to win the 2010 Jockey Club Sprint, together with One World, before finishing a narrow second to South African runner J J The Jet Plane in the Hong Kong Sprint three weeks later.

History suggests it is vitally important for overseas runners to have good recent form at the top level to stand any realistic chance in the Sprint.  Since the race was promoted to G1 in 2002, 38 overseas runners who won at least one G1 or local G1 in the same calendar year have contested the Sprint, for an overall result of three wins, three seconds and three thirds.  J J The Jet Plane in 2010 won the G1 Mercury Sprint and Golden Horse Sprint in South Africa that year, while Lord Kanaloa clinched the G1 Sprinters Stakes in 2012 and three other G1s in Japan the following year.  In contrast, among the 41 overseas runners who had not won any G1 or local G1 in the same calendar year, only British runner Benbaun managed a placing when third in the 2006 renewal, but all others finished out of the first three at Sha Tin.

Draw 

On draw statistics, seven of the past eight Sprint winners jumped from barriers 5 to 9 - that is, since 2006 when the race has been run over 1200m instead of 1000m straight.  Gate 6 has produced the most Sprint winners as runners from this draw have won four times, including three after the race distance was changed to 1200m eight years ago.  Since 2006, only one winner started from a draw higher than 9, thanks to superstar runner Lord Kanaloa (Gate 12 in 2013). No runners starting from the low draws of 1 to 4 have won since it became a 1200m contest.  

Winning Odds


Shortest-priced – 2003 & 2004 Silent Witness (1.3)

Longest-priced – 2008 Inspiration (67.0)

In the past 15 editions of the Hong Kong Sprint, six favourites – including four odds-on favourites – have claimed the win, with two others finishing third.  Silent Witness is the shortest-priced winner of the Sprint as this legendary sprinter won both the 2003 and 2004 renewals as a 30-100 chance.  The longest-priced winner of the race remains the 66-1 chance Inspiration, as this John Moore-trained runner defeated a crop of top-class opponents, led by Australian raider Apache Cat, to claim the prize in 2008.  

Ages of Winners

Five-year-olds have won the Hong Kong Sprint seven times so far, followed by four-year-old with six wins.  The remaining two editions of the Sprint were won by two six-year-olds – Sacred Kingdom in his second victory in 2009, and South African raider J J The Jet Plane 12 months later.  Three-year-olds, runners aged seven, and fillies and mares, have not won the Sprint.

Trainers, Jockeys and Owners in the Hong Kong Sprint

With Hong Kong’s top sprinters winning 10 of the past 15 renewals of the Hong Kong Sprint, home-grown trainer Ricky Yiu and local-based jockey Brett Prebble rank as the most successful horsemen in this event.  Both have garnered three wins in the Sprint, with Sacred Kingdom bringing two more Sprint trophies for Ricky Yiu, who saddled one-time champion Fairy King Prawn to take the inaugural Hong Kong Sprint. Australian rider Brett Prebble partnered three different horses to victory in Absolute Champion (2006), Sacred Kingdom (2009) and Lucky Nine (2011).

Last year Dominant gave Hong Kong racing fans a memorable win in the LONGINES Hong Kong Vase, ending the home crowd’s 15-year wait for a second ever Hong Kong victory in this prestigious event.  It was a special feat for the home team as, since the Vase was first run in 1994, it has been largely dominated by top stayers from Europe. Runners from France and the UK have combined to win 16 of the past 20 editions.

Many top-class stayers have headed to the Vase after running well in the great autumn races, such as the Prix de l’Arc de Triomphe, the Melbourne Cup and the Breeders’ Cup Turf.  Since 2000, a total of 14 Vase runners raced in the Arc in the same year, including 2007 Arc winner Dylan Thomas, but none of them was able to land a victory at Sha Tin. The best result came from French filly Aquarelliste who finished second in the 2002 edition, while three others finished third. 

There have been 12 runners who had their previous starts in the Melbourne Cup, eight of them managed to finish in the top 5 in their subsequent assignment in the Vase.  These include French runner Dunaden who became the first ever horse to complete a Melbourne Cup-Hong Kong Vase double in 2011. The Ed Dunlop-trained Red Cadeaux, owned by the Hong Kong Jockey Club’s former chairman Ronald Arculli, also won the Vase in 2012 after finishing 8th in the Melbourne showpiece. 

Not many connections have given their horse a trans-Pacific journey to Hong Kong for the Vase after running in the Breeders’ Cup Turf.  Since 2000 there have been only seven such runners and the best result obtained were the second places that the Sir Michael Stoute-trained Spanish Moon and the John Gosden-trained The Fugue achieved in 2009 and 2013.  Another runner who managed to place was American runner Falcon Flight, as he finished third in both the Hong Kong Vase and Breeders’ Cup Turf in 2002.
But it’s a different case for another top event in North America, the G1 Canadian International at Woodbine.  Since 2000 a total of 21 runners have participated in this premier Canadian race before jetting in to Hong Kong to race in the Vase. Three have been winners - Daliapour (2000), Doctor Dino (2008), and the only horse to have achieved a double in the Hong Kong Vase and Canadian International to date – British runner Collier Hill (2006).  Another five horses have placed in the Vase after contesting the Canadian International in the same year.
Many seasoned overseas travellers have taken in the G1 Japan Cup before the Hong Kong Vase.  Although there is just a fortnight separating these two top 2400m races, some 18 runners, all unplaced in the Japan Cup, have taken the challenge since 2000.  Surprisingly their results have been quite good as half of them finished in the top 3, including four Vase winners in Stay Gold (2001), Phoenix Reach (2004). Ouija Board (2005) and Red Cadeaux (2012).  Another three Japan Cup also-rans finished runner-up in the Vase, with two more running third.

With French runners winning the Vase nine times in the past, the Prix du Conseil de Paris has become a race that offers a strong form line for the Hong Kong Vase.  A total of 12 Vase runners have taken this Longchamp G2 en route to Hong Kong, with eight of them finishing top 5 at Sha Tin.  These include Ange Gabriel and Vallee Enchantee – Vase winners in 2002 and 2003 respectively.  Purple Moon in 2008 also finished runner-up in the Vase following his same placing in the Prix du Conseil de Paris that year.

Runners from Gates 3, 7 and 12 have each won the Vase three times, but runners starting from the rail draw of 1, as well as Gates 8, 11 and 13, have not succeeded in any of the past 20 runnings.  All six top favourites who won the Vase were drawn Gate 6 or higher.

Favourites have an overall result of 6 wins and 7 placings in the Vase, representing a decent top 3 strike rate of 65 per cent.  The race, however, has not favoured long-shot runners as only four winners have started at 12-1 or higher – Dominant in 2013 (12-1), Phoenix Reach in 2004 (26-1), Borgia in 1999 (23-1) and Red Bishop in 1994 (12-1).
Age of winners

Four-year-olds and five-year-olds have each won six times in the past 20 editions of the Hong Kong Vase.  French fillies Vallee Enchantee (2003) and Daryakana (2009) remain the only two three-year-olds to have won the Vase to date.  Collier Hill is the oldest winner as he won the 2006 renewal at the age of eight.

French jockey Olivier Peslier has won the LONGINES Hong Kong Vase four times, making him the most successful horseman in this 2400m event, also the horseman with the most wins in any single race at the HKIR.  Frankie Dettori and Gerald Mosse are the two other jockeys with multiple wins in the Vase.  Renowned British trainers Clive Brittain and Ed Dunlop, and French trainer Elie Lellouche, as well as the former Chantilly trainer but currently Hong Kong-based Richard Gibson, each have two wins.

Godolphin, the Aga Khan, the Wildenstein family, and Lord Derby are among the wide spectrum of international owners who have enjoyed success in the Hong Kong Vase.  Three winning Owners were based in Hong Kong.  Along with two home runners in Indigenous (1998) and Dominant (2013), British runner Red Cadeaux brought the Hong Kong Jockey Club’s former chairman Ronald Arculli a Vase triumph in 2012.
