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Jockey’s Profile

Opie Bosson (35 years) has been one of the pre-eminent jockeys in New Zealand for well over a decade with 1500 career wins to his credit. After claiming three champion apprentice titles in New Zealand he scored his first group 1 win aboard BUNKER in the 2002 Bayer Classic at Ellerslie Racecourse. Other notable wins at the highest level include the 2007 Telegraph Handicap on DARCI BRAHMA, the 2008 Kelt Capital Stakes on PRINCESS COUP and the 2011 and 2013 renewals of the Auckland Cup on TITCH and SANGSTER. The latest of his 38 Group 1 wins in New Zealand was on RYAN MARK in the 2016 Railway Stakes. Jockey Bosson also has extensive overseas experience having two Group 1 wins to his credit in Singapore courtesy of RECAST in the 2007 Singapore Gold Cup and RACE AHEAD in the 2010 Singapore Derby as well as recent Group 1 victories in Australia where he partnered MONGOLIAN KHAN to win the 2015 Australian Derby and the 2015 Caulfield Cup. After achieving his first New Zealand Jockeys’ Championship during the 2006/2007 racing season, he was again crowned Champion rider in the 2009/2010 season with 158 wins and more recently in the 2012/2013 season with 152 wins.  Jockey Bosson was also selected to represent his country in the 2007, 2010 and the 2013 editions of the JRA World Super Jockeys’ Series in Japan. Jockey Bosson has advised that his minimum riding weight is 121 lbs.
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
