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Jockey’s Profile
Eurico Rosa da Silva (40 years) commenced with the Jockey School of Sao Paulo in 1991 at the age of 16 and was named Champion Apprentice during his first year of riding. His first major win was achieved in the 1994 running of the Grande Premio Derby Paulista, one of the most prestigious races in Brazil. Jockey da Silva recorded 446 wins in Brazil before accepting an offer to ride in Macau where he encountered a great deal of success over a four-year period.  Jockey da Silva subsequently relocated to Toronto, Canada in 2004, a move which brought about further significant riding success, registering nearly 1500 wins, predominantly at Woodbine Racecourse where he currently remains based. Jockey da Silva has also ridden successfully in Singapore where he spent the winter months of the 2007, 2008 and 2009 racing seasons.
Jockey da Silva claimed his first riding title in Canada during the 2010 Woodbine racing season with 190 wins at a rate of 20.2%. During that same season he was also to receive the Sovereign Award as the outstanding Canadian rider, a feat he was able to repeat during the 2013 racing season. During the most recent 2015 racing season at Woodbine Racecourse, Jockey da Silva rode four winners at the final meeting of the season to claim his second Jockey’s Championship with 201 wins. Among his many riding achievements, Jockey da Silva has won Canada’s most prestigious race, The Queen’s Plate, during consecutive seasons, namely the 2009 renewal on EYE OF THE LEOPARD and the 2010 edition on BIG RED MIKE. Other notable wins include the 2013 Northern Dancer Turf Stakes (Grade 1) on FORTE DEI MARMI, the 2013 Breeders’ Stakes on UP WITH THE BIRDS and the 2014 Prince of Wales Stakes (Grade 1) on COLTIMUS PRIME. Jockey De Silva has also enjoyed success away from Woodbine capturing the Grade 1 Darley Alcibiades at Keeneland on MY CONQUESTADORY in 2013.  Jockey da Silva has advised that his minimum riding weight is 115 lbs.
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
