With the 2016 Olympic Games coming up, The Riding High Together Festival is themed “Let’s Cheer for Sportsmanship”. The event will feature over 70 “edutainment” activities in ten zones arranged around five themes for people of all ages. This year also marks the 20th anniversary of the Olympic and Paralympic gold medals won by “Windsurfing Queen” Lee Lai-shan and wheelchair fencing world champion Benny Cheung Wai-leung.  Lee is the first Hong Kong athlete to win an Olympic gold, while Cheung has won four gold medals in the Paralympics. Their gold medals will be on display at the Festival. 
The Festival is organised around five themes as follows:  

(1) Inspirations & Fun: Exhibitions showcasing Hong Kong’s sports achievements 
· The Riding High Together Exhibition will feature a series of medals and cups won by Hong Kong athletes in international sports competitions. These include the 1996 Atlanta Olympic and Paralympic gold medals won by “Windsurfing Queen” Lee Lai-shan and wheelchair fencing world champion Benny Cheung Wai-leung respectively, the 1988 Olympic bronze medal won by badminton athlete Amy Chan (who is now the Headmistress of the Hong Kong Jockey Club Apprentice Jockeys' School), and honours won by Hong Kong equestrian athletes. The exhibition presents the sports development of Hong Kong and the Club’s contributions to sport in the city.  
· Key milestones of racing development in Hong Kong will also be on display to showcase how racing has evolved from an amateur passion into a world-class sport. Trophies from key international races will be displayed as a photo opportunity.

· There will also be a number of innovative sports games, such as land sailing, wheelchair fencing, ping-pong ball machines and cycling power generators, as well as fun DIY workshops, which will allow participants to showcase both their sports potential and creativity. 
(2) Let's be Active: Fitness tests and football skills challenges 
· Energetic visitors can take part in five newly-designed fitness tests: endurance, bounce ability, explosiveness, handgrip strength, and flexibility. They can also compare their assessment results with those of local athletes to see how fit they are.
· In collaboration with world-renowned Manchester United (MU), the Club will again hold a football skills challenge for young people aged from 12 to 15. The four participants with the best performance will be sent to MU’s training base in Manchester, UK this summer for an exchange visit in pursuit of their football dream.  
(3) Snap & Share: Debut display of large-scale art installation in Hong Kong 
· Large-scale art installation “Dancing Water Drops” by renowned cross-media artist Simon Ma will make its Hong Kong debut, following its previous display in cities such as Venice, Milan, Beijing and Shanghai. The installation features 200 large water drops. Each water drop is filled with a different colour at its centre and designed to convey a sense of joy, to promote love and care for nature, and to encourage a spirit of sportsmanship. 
· Last year, the Club successfully set a world record at the Festival for the production of the largest-ever fingerprint painting in the world. Riding on this achievement, and in another world record-breaking attempt, the Club will join hands with about 1,000 primary and secondary students to create the world’s longest paper chain of cheering messages. Visitors are welcome to witness this historic moment.  
· Eight 3D pictures with world-class racing themes and popular sporting activities will be placed around Sha Tin Racecourse to provide fun photo opportunities. 
(4) Horse Encounters: Chance to get up close and personal with ponies
· In order to further promote equestrian sports and sports development, Penfold Park will function as an equestrian centre during the Festival, enabling visitors get up close and personal with horses.
· Accompanied by equestrian instructors, children may pose for photos with the Club’s adorable Shetland ponies and get a taste of riding on ponies. (Pre-registration is needed for pony rides, details of which are available on the event website.)
· A number of equestrian performances will be staged during the Festival, including show jumping and cross-country demonstrations by the international award-winning Hong Kong equestrian athletes. Also featured will be grooming and horse care demonstrations and spectacular quadrille shows.

(5) Live Performances: Sharing sessions by MU legend Park Ji-Sung at Sha Tin Racecourse
· MU legend Park Ji-Sung will meet the public and play football with children at Sha Tin Racecourse on both days of the Festival. Park, who became a father in late-2015, will give a talk entitled “How to be a successful football parent”. Meanwhile, some of Hong Kong’s most talented cyclists will delight visitors with a dazzling display of moves on specially-designed bicycles. 
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
