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Jockeys’ Profiles

Alexis Badel – 26 years.  After being appointed as the second retained rider for The Aga Khan behind Christophe Soumillon at the beginning of the 2015 racing season, Jockey Badel recorded his most successful season to date with 104 wins which saw him obtain 7th position on the French Championship and 5th overall on the stakes won. Jockey Badel had previously enjoyed a highly successful apprenticeship claiming the 2007 Apprentice Jockey title and breaking into the top 10 on the French Jockeys’ Championship in just his second year of riding with 60 winners. He has since taken his career tally to almost 600 wins with 11 at Group level including the  2015 Criterium de Maisons-Laffitte (Gr 2) on DONJUAN TRIUMPHANT and the 2014 Grand Prix de Deauville (Gr 2) on COCKTAIL QUEEN. Jockey Badel has also claimed the 2014 and 2015 editions of the Group 3 Prix Gontaut-Biron Hong Kong Jockey Club in Deauville.   Jockey Badel’s minimum riding weight is 113 lbs.

Nooresh Juglall – 25 years. Jockey Juglall joined the South African Riding Academy in 2009 and claimed his first Champion Apprentice title in 2011. In 2012 he has able to repeat this achievement, recording 101 wins for that season. Whilst still an Apprentice he was able to achieve Group 1 success in the 2012 SA Oaks on the Ormond Ferraris trained filly CHERRY ON THE TOP on which he also partnered to claim the 3YO Fillies Triple Crown series.  In 2013 Jockey Juglall returned briefly to his native Mauritius where he rode with success before gaining a contract with the Singapore Turf Club in 2014. After riding 27 winners at 12.62% during his initial season in Singapore, Jockey Juglall then climbed the Championship ladder to gain 5th position during the 2015 racing season with 45 wins. After commencing the current 2016 season strongly and being positioned near the top of the Jockey’s Championship, Jockey Juglall was sidelined for 3 months due to injury. Since resuming, Jockey Juglall claimed a career first with 5 winners on the Kranji program on 5 August 2016. Jockey Juglall’s minimum riding weight is 113 lbs.
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
