Matthew Poon Ming Fai commenced overseas training when he re-located to Adelaide, Australia in June 2015 under the supervision of Thoroughbred Racing SA, the principal racing authority in South Australia. During the period he has been domiciled in Adelaide, Apprentice Poon has been indentured to leading trainer and former top jockey, Richard Jolly. Apprentice Poon was able to gain approval to commence riding in races on 3 October 2015 and has quickly developed into a highly capable young rider as evidenced by the achievement of being crowned the Champion Apprentice Jockey in South Australia for the 2015/2016 racing season in just his first year of race riding with 51 wins at a winning rate of 11.5%. For the current racing season Apprentice Poon has achieved a further 59 wins at a winning rate of 15.1% and presently occupies second position on the South Australian Jockey’s championship which reflects his continued career development.  His minimum riding weight is 103 lbs.
