JOCKEY’S PROFILE – Tommy Berry
Tommy Berry, 22 years of age, achieved a career highlight when he partnered the Gai Waterhouse trained filly, OVERREACH to a memorable victory in last Saturday’s Golden Slipper Stakes (Group 1) at Rosehill Gardens Racecourse.  After commencing his riding career in 2007 Jockey Berry was crowned Champion Apprentice Jockey in New South Wales, Australia for the 2009/2010 racing season. Just prior to completing his apprentice indentures in April 2011 Jockey Berry accepted a position as a stable rider for leading Sydney trainer Gai Waterhouse. Since taking up this position Jockey Berry has experienced a great deal of success and which currently has him occupying top position on the Sydney Jockeys’ Championship. In all, he has recorded 477 career wins from 4329 race rides at a winning rate of 11%.  
After scoring his initial win at Group 1 level aboard EPAULETTE in the 2012 Golden Rose Stakes at Rosehill Gardens Racecourse Jockey Berry added to his Group 1 tally by completing a Group 1 double at Royal Randwick Racecourse on 6 October 2012 aboard FAT AL in the Epsom Handicap and GLENCADAM GOLD in the Metropolitan Handicap. Jockey Berry has also claimed three Group 2 victories, five Group 3 wins as well as 20 wins in Listed events. Jockey Berry also won the 2011 and 2012 renewals of the Magic Millions Classic on KARUTA QUEEN and DRIEFONTEIN respectively. Jockey Berry has advised that his minimum riding weight is 116 lbs allowing him to accept race riding engagements at 114 lbs with the allowable overweight.
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
