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HKJC Other Learning Experiences Programme
Background

· The Hong Kong Jockey Club has played a vital role in supporting and developing Hong Kong’s education over the decades, giving young people every opportunity to develop their full potential.

· The Club also has a long-standing commitment to serving the community and improving the quality of life of Hong Kong people. The CARE@hkjc Volunteer Team was set up in November 2005 to achieve this goal by providing a platform for Club full- or part-time employees and retirees to contribute to the community.
· Currently, the Volunteer Team has over 900 members. The team co-operates with local organisations to organise and design programmes that reflect the characteristics of different districts of the city and meet the specific needs of local target groups.

· The Volunteer Team has staged various thematic workshops for young people since late 2008, providing an opportunity for students to venture outside their communities through activities like heritage trail walks.  These workshops, with themes covering sports, the environment, social services and exploring the community, have been held in the summer time with the aim of encouraging them to make good use of their holidays to lend a helping hand to others, and at the same time enhance their confidence and inspire their talent.

New Senior Secondary Curriculum

· Under the Hong Kong’s New Senior Secondary (NSS) curriculum, “Other Learning Experiences” or OLE is one of the three components that complement the core and elective subjects (including Applied Learning courses) for the whole-person development of students.

· To cater for this, HKJC has designed a unique programme comprising Club-related activities to fulfil four of the specified areas of OLE, namely Community Service, Career-related Experiences, Aesthetic Development and Physical Development. The workshops will be led by the CARE@hkjc Volunteer Team and will be offered to some 3,000 Form 4 students in 18 Tung Wah Group of Hospitals secondary schools over a period of 20 months, starting from the academic year of 2011/12. .
· It will be the first large-scale free educational programme driven by volunteers in Hong Kong, and the Club hopes that besides offering students the opportunity to widen their horizons, it will demonstrate to them the caring culture of volunteering, as well as to allow the teaching profession and students to know more about the role and contributions of the Club.

· To encourage students to participate actively in community service.
· To widen students’ horizons.
· To nurture students’ positive values and attitudes. 

· To facilitate students' all-round development and adoption of a healthy lifestyle.

· To help students build self confidence and become active, responsible citizens.
