V. PARTICIPATION

According to 2019 FEI Dressage World Challenge Rule 2.12, an athlete or horse is allowed to start maximum
twice in the challenge classes, details about Starting possibilities are as follows:

1. Athlete/horse combination:
An athlete/horse combination is allowed to start in two different classes but with no more than one level
difference, i.e.: Youth-Senior I, Senior I-Senior Il, Senior 11-PSG or PSG-Intermediate I.

1. Athlete:

An athlete is allowed to start twice:

- in the same class but with two different horses

- in two different classes but with two different horses.

I11. Horse>:

A horse of 5 yrs of age may only start once

A horse of 6 yrs of age is allowed to start twice:

- Once in Youth and once in either the Senior I, Senior Il class.

- Twice in the Youth class.

A horse of 7 yrs of age and above is allowed to start twice:

- Once in Youth and once in either the Senior I, Senior Il, PSG or Intermediate | class.
- Twice in the Youth class.

A horse can only be ridden once in each of the following classes: Senior I, Senior Il, PSG or Intermediate I.

*As am exception to Art.422.1.5, a horse may be ridden twice but it is only recommended in the lower level
classes and an adequate break (rest time) is to be given between both tests. If a horse is being ridden twice
in the higher classes (Inter | + PSG) a minimum break of 3 hours between tests MUST be scheduled in the
programme (running order of classes). This exception ONLY applies if horses are not competing in another
event (CDN or CDI) organised within the framework of the Dressage Challenge.

In cases where horses taking part in the FEI Dressage World Challenge are entered to compete in a CDN over
the next days, then this exception does not apply and horses may ONLY compete in ONE test per day.

IV. Horses entered in the FEI Dressage World Challenge Classes (competition numbers 1 — 5) may

not participate in the HKEF Local Autumn Dressage classes (competition numbers 6 — 8). (Article
2.8 of FEI Dressage World Challenge Rules 2019).

VI. REGISTRATION OF ATHLETES

All athletes participating in the Event must be registered with the HKEF.

VIl. ENTRIES

Entry Cancellation — Entries cancelled after closing time must be verified with a Veterinary Certificate
or Medical Certificate.

By participating the athlete acknowledges that in
case of any accident during the Event or at a training session held associated with the Event they disclaim

any civil rights arising under any enactment against other athletes participating in the Event or the training
session.

The OC/HKEF is not responsible for the following liabilities:

e Any injuries, diseases, and accidents to the horses, athletes and officials during the time of
transportation or during the competition period.

e Any loss or damages to any third party caused by the participating athletes and horses during the
time of transportation or during the competition period.

2. EVENT'S ORGANISATION (HKEF Rules Art. 101)

The OC reserves the right to modify the schedule in order to clarify any matters or matters arising from an
omission or due to unforeseen circumstances. All modifications made to the schedule prior to the event must
have the approval of the President of HKEF (or his authorized representative). Modifications during the event
may only be made by the Ground Jury.
