The livery panel maintains the right to make the livery starter package
compulsory in certain circumstances.
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e NAMJONG PLUS is a 160 cm bay gelding.

e Reason for Retirement: Compulsory retirement - 2" bleeding

e He is very sweet and easy to handle both in the stable and on the
ground.

e  Under saddle, he is well behaved and settled in his work but can
become a bit horse shy when crossing another horse on the other
direction without enough space or when put into too tight a spot. He
has regular, balanced movement in both his trot and canter work but
lacks ground coverage. He can be a bit more challenging to pick up
the left canter transition. In general, he requires support from the
riders’ leg aids to keep him forward and responsive and also to
improve his bend/suppleness. He will work into a good frame once
he becomes more supple throughout the course of the ride but does
not tolerate pulling or being held into a strong contact. If held too
tight, he can shake and toss his head. He does not require intensive
work, but regular training to improve his suppleness.

e He is very relaxed to hack out both alone and in company. He can
sometimes stop and take in his environment when alone and just
needs some patience to get going again.

e NAMJONG PLUS has the makings of a safe, light carrying, flat-
work pleasure horse. He will require ongoing training support from
professionals to maintain his physical condition and to improve his
way of going. We encourage only riders who are looking for a low-
workload pleasure horse to apply.
