PROFILE – Regan Bayliss & Martin Harley 

Regan Bayliss - Melbourne-based Regan Bayliss (21 years) is considered one of the emerging young riders in Australian racing.  Jockey Bayliss has forged a strong combination with the high profile training partnership of David and Ben Hayes and Tom Dabernig whose REDKIRK WARRIOR provided him with his 3 Group 1 wins, namely the 2017 and 2018 renewals of the VRC Newmarket Handicap as well as the 2018 Black Caviar Lightning Handicap.  Among his 5 wins at Group 2 level are the 2016 Bobbie Lewis Quality on FAATINAH and the 2017 Adelaide Cup on ANNUS MIRABILIS.  In addition to riding in Australia, Jockey Bayliss has ridden in England, the United States of America and the UAE.  Jockey Bayliss has 358 career wins to date.  His minimum riding weight means he can accept race riding engagements at 114 lbs with the allowable overweight.

Martin Harley - Martin Harley (29 years) was crowned Champion UK Apprentice Jockey during the 2011 racing season with 67 wins to his credit. After graduating into the senior riding ranks Jockey Harley achieved immediate success at Group 1 level claiming the 2012 Irish Thousand Guineas on SAMITAR. His other wins at the elite level include the 2013 and 2014 editions of the Prix Royal Oak on TAC DE BOISTRON as well as the 2015 King’s Stand Stakes and the 2015 Prix de l’Abbaye on GOLDREAM. Jockey Harley, who has 684 career wins to his credit, is able to ride at 121 lbs.
